Regional Targets for Greenhouse
Gas Emissions

SB 375 (Steinberg, 2007) require
metropolitan planning organiza-
tions (MPOSs) to develop regional
plans to meet certain targets for
reduced greenhouse gas emissions
from commuter traflc. Among
other things, SB 375 requires
CARSB to establish GHG emissions
